Yeah Ok...Not for everyone
it’s not, Some of us lost a loved one who we would give anything to
have at the Christmas table. Some of have worries about meeting up
with people who don't act or talk like they should. Some love a big mob
getting together and other’s, not so much. We are under pressure to
buy and cook and clean and visit and sometimes there’s just not enough
