These are the well loved words of a favourite song

heard all across the country. Written by James B. Coats and recorded by
Elvis in 1967, this song has been an encouragement to many people.

| wonder if you could give yourself a few minutes to repeat the title to your-
self a few times and let the words sink into your heart.

You may have been handling a lot of things in your life. If you have taken
the daring step to be involved in ministry, you have become a prime target
of the devil himself. You fit the top criteria for attack. By now you will know
what it is to have seen his arrows coming at you from the front lines. My
guess is you probably weren’t expecting the knives in your back while you
are shepherding the flock of God. How did they get there!? Surely, it could
not be a Christian who would do that? Surely not a friend?... Sadly even
people who seem to be friends and supporters of your life, family and minis-
try are sometimes working against you. This is not what you signed up for!!
—Then we think of Jesus on the way to Calvary. As he was carrying the hu-
miliating cross he knew that his closest friends would not be on the road
with him.
